On Tuesday, March 12, 2019, the Board of Education voted to approve two Propositions (Nos. 4 and 5) to be placed
on the ballot for our Annual Meeting (School Budget VVote/Board Election), that will be held on Tuesday, May 21,
2019 from 12:00pm — 9:00pm. This is an exciting time for the district!

Our architects have advised that our school buildings are in need of improvement. Many buildings are outdated,
having been built in the early to mid-1900s. Some of our classrooms are held in spaces that were not designed for
learning. To focus on these issues a steering committee was created which was comprised of community members,
teachers, and administrators. The committee met regularly for nearly two years. The plans evolved through nearly 35

iterations with the intent that the final proposal focus on a project that will both positively affect our children while
minimizing the financial impact on our community.
